SNAP EBT BENEFITS CONTINUE IN SF

As posted in the SE Chronicle on 10/28, “in San Francisco, 112,000 city residents who use
SNAP are expected to have all of their November benefits covered by gift cards the city is
preparing to distribute through an $18 million public-private partnership, according to Mayor
Daniel Lurie’s office.

Half the money will come from the $400 million reserve that Lurie and San Francisco lawmakers
established in the city budget this year to help the local government alleviate federal funding
cuts under the Trump administration. The other half will be paid for by the Crankstart
Foundation.

Lurie’s office said that by the middle of next week, all San Francisco residents who use SNAP
should receive mail from the city providing a QR code that will let residents to download the gift
cards digitally or request that a physical one be mailed to them. All 11 city supervisors have
already agreed to approve the city funding.”

Excused and Unexcused Absences

(SFUSD Board Policy 51139)

Valid Excused Absences (Absences Excused by State law)

Verification of student absences is accepted only from parents/guardians/caregivers, or the student if they are 18 years
old or older.

CA Education Code 48205 states that a student shall be excused from school when the absence is:

ﬂ Due to the pupil's iliness, including an absence for the benefit of the pupil’s mental or behavioral health.
e Due to quarantine under the direction of a county or city health officer.
e For the purpose of having medical, dental, optometric, or chiropractic services rendered.

For the purpose of attending the funeral services or grieving the death of either a member of the pupil's immediate
family, or of a person that is determined by the pupil's parent or guardian to be in such close association with the pupil
as to be considered the pupil's immediate family, so long as the absence is not more than five days per incident.

For the purpose of jury duty in the manner provided for by law.

Due to the illness or medical appointment during school hours of a child of whom the pupil is the custodial

parent, including absences to care for a sick child, for which the school shall not require a note from a doctor.
